Executive Summary Review:

The petitioned area consists of a portion of tax parcel T6-0393 in the Town of Hartford. The applicant is seeking
to bring this land into the City to facilitate a mini storage/warchouse development. The petitioned area is
rectangular and is contiguous to the City of Hartford on the north and west sides. Water and electric services are
available to the property from Independence Avenue. Sanitary Sewer Service is available from Liberty Avenue.
Determining the value of the petitioned area is difficult, as some of the property is assessed for commercial use
and some for agricultural use. Given that the petitioned area has been farmed, Staff believes that the petitioned
area has been assessed at an agricultural use rate. If so, the petitioned are is assessed at approximately $1.800.
At build out, the Development is expected to have a value of approximately $1,000,000, which would generate
City property taxes of approximately $6,000. As per State law, the City would be required to pay the Town of
Hartford Town taxes on this property for five years. The Developer will be paying this yearly amount. This will
be approximately $25 per year for five years. The proposed annexation would increase the concentration and
variety of commercial development on the west side of the City. The proposed annexation would have no impact
on school services. The annexation would have no impact on City services. The Smart Growth Plan calls for
industrial development. The proposed annexation is in accord with the Smart Growth Plan. As per the Code,
annexed areas are assigned a temporary zoning. If no specific zoning is requested, A-1 Agricultural zoning is
assigned. In this instance, the Developer has requested temporary zoning that will fit the proposed uses (M-1
Wholesale/Warehouse District). The proposed zoning is consistent with the Smart Growth Plan. The subject
property lies within the City of Hartford’s adopted 20-year sanitary sewer service boundary.

Joint Planning Commitiee Discussion:

Mr. Drew reviewed the Executive Summary. Mayor Michalak asked about fire hydrants. Mr. Drew noted that
there are four hydrants in the area already, and staff is checking to see if an on-site hydrant will be required. Town
Chairperson Strupp asked how many units would be built. After some discussion, it was determined that there
would be more than 100,000 square feet of storage available. Member Horst asked about the owner. Mr. Drew
replied that the owner is Ridgeway Properties, with the principal owner being local developer Mike Nagel.

ECT 3.1700—COMPREHENSIVE EXT T L ZONIN 1 ITY

13.1701 INTENT OF COMPREHENSIVE EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING AUTHORITY

The City has extraterritorial land division authority over the area within three miles of the City’s
corporate limits and City has enacted Chapter 12 of the Municipal Code pertaining to land
divisions within the extraterritorial area, as established on an interim basis by the map adopted
by the Resolution Initiating Adoption of an Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance. Pursuant to the
limitations established by Section 236.45(3), Wis., Stats., and Lake Delevan Property Company,
LLC v. City of Delevan, 2014 WI App. 35, the City establishes this Comprehensive
Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance to consider the proposed use of land and to allow for land
divisions of smaller than 35 acres under the terms and conditions established by the
Comprehensive Extraterritorial Zoning Ordinance.

13.1702 MPREHENSIVE EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONIN RDINANCE

a)  Criteria for Agricultural Land Division. City may grant approval of a land division

subdividing portions of agricultural lands provided that the City shall determine that the
proposed land division will assist and assure the continuation of the agricultural use.

b)  Criteria for Nonagricultural Subdivision or Land Division. In the case of nonagricultural

lands, the City may grant approval of a subdivision provided that the City shall determine

that the proposed subdivision or land division complies with each of the following four

criteria:

1) The proposed subdivision or land division shall be compatible with adjacent land uses
and shall maintain the general land use pattern of the area in question.

2) The proposed subdivision or land division shall result in a development pattern which is
compatible with surrounding developments and land uses. Measures of compatibility
shall consider lot sizes, traffic generation, access, noise and visual features.

3) The proposed subdivision or land division and the resulting development shall not
adversely affect the City’s ability to provide public service, install public improvements
nor accomplish future annexations. The City may consider annexation agreements with
the property owner in order to comply with this requirement. The City may also
consider whether the City and Town(s) have reached an agreement on necessary public
improvements and public services facilities required to serve the development.

4) The proposed subdivision or land division shall provide permanent open space lands for
use by the general public in conformance with the City of Hartford adopted Parks and
Open Space Plan or the City’s other adopted Master Plan elements. The permanent
open space lands shall be accessible and open for use by the general public. The open
space lands shall be exclusive from, and in addition to, lands required for dedication to
comply with applicable public parks and open space dedication requirements and shall
be provided at a ratio of two acres of permanent open space lands for every one-acre of
developed lands, including street rights of way. For the purpose of this provision,
wetlands, flood plain lands, steep slopes, or other lands which are not developable
because of sensitive environmental features shall not be counted as permanent open
space lands in calculating the ratio of permanent open space lands provided versus
developed lands. Steep slopes shall include lands that have grades of twenty percent
(20%) or more.

On behalf of Washington County Parks, | am respectfully requesting consideration for a roughly 3-acre land
division, rezoning and comprehensive plan amendment of the property currently known as Family Park in the
Washington County Park System. The Washington County Golf Course and Family Park are currently 1 parcel
and this request would allow a portion of this site to be zoned rural residential consistent with neighboring

parcels of the property.

As the Washington County Park system does not have plans to advance this park and is working to
strategically expand and build priority amenities within our parks, we now feel that a portion of this park may
be better served through private ownership. If sold, tax revenues to the County, Town of Hartford, Hartford
Schools and Moraine Park Technical College are estimated at $2,000 - $8,000 annually.

The Washington County Public Works Committee discussed this proposal at their January 23, 2019 meeting
(see attached report). It is my understanding that approval of this action requires 1) City of Hartford Approval
2) Town of Hartford Approval and 3) Washington County Board of Supervisors Approval before this request
would be executed.

POLICY QUESTION: G

Should Family Park be subdivided?

DISCUSSION:

The 2019-2021 Parks Fiscal Sustainability plan is a plan to achieve financial independence of the Park
system. Establishing a hierarchy of the parks was key to the development of this plan and each County
Park was designated as a priority park, special use park, or non-priority park/property to help determine
the future of each park/property as it relates to development, maintenance allocation, planning, amenity
replacement schedules, etc. Park designations were created with data acquired from the 2017 Washington
County Financial Sustainability Online Survey and public outreach surveys conducted by the Planning
Division in 2014 for the 2035 Park and Open Space Plan. Family Park was designated as a Special Use
Park — a classification that recognizes the park as having a unique benefit/offering to the public while not
meeting the standards set forward for priority parks within the system.

The Washington County Golf Course was purchased in 1991 thanks to a $250,000 donation from Walter
E. Malzahn. Family Park was created on the same parcel as the Golf Course and is located off of Clover
Road in the Town of Hartford adjacent to the Course. The 16 acre park has a small parking area, aging
playground, and a trail that winds through the arboretum and around a 3 acre irrigation pond. At present,
golf course crews provide mowing to the park and trail as needed. It is primarily used as an area to walk
dogs. Adjacent to the pond is the irrigation building which provides irrigation water for the Washington
County Golf Course. It is important to maintain driving access from the street to this building.

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff has discussed several options for the future of this property. At this time, staff is recommending
research and pursuit of rezoning approvals, variances and subdividing a parcel for a future residential lot
along Clover Road. Rezoning/subdividing requires both City of Hartford and Town of Hartford approval.

The portion of the park that contains the pond and irrigation building would remain under County
ownership. The portion of the property along Clover Road would be rezoned as rural residential and sold
to a private party for residential use.

An application has been filed by Washington County requesting an amendment to the land use plan map
adopted as part of the Town Comprehensive Plan. The application requests that the land use plan map be
amended 1o change the land use designation of Tax Parcel T6_0313 (a 3.0082 acre piece of the parcel),
located at 6375 Clover Road. Hartford, W1 53027 from “Park and Recreation™ to “Medium-Density Urban
Residential.”™ A rezoning of the property from AP (Agricultural Preservation) to RR (Rural Residential)
has also been requested and will be considered at the public hearing.

The parcel included in this application is a 3.0082 acre parcel to be split from Tax Key T6 0313. The

Jeanette Buege: 3967 Ernst Drive, Hartford, W1 53027 Jeanette stated that her family uses the
park all of the time. The park was the biggest selling part of them choosing the buy their house.
The park is used a lot be the residents. She is against multifamily homes being placed there.
They love the park and want it to remain a park.

Jamie Ludovic: Washington County representative was present to explain what the County is
trying to do with the land division and why it is choosing to do this. The County went through
priority based discussion involving what they were going to focus on as the county resources
become more and more limited. When it came to parks it specifically went into what the role of
County parks is. The County does not want to compete with State and Local parks. Family Park
was identified as a park that was not a priority and a place they did not want to use resources.
The pond is not in jeopardy. The playground equipment is coming down regardless of what
happens with the land as it is not is good repair and the County does not plan on replacing it.
The County would like to divest itself of this park and started looking into option to do that.
They talked about selling the park to the Town of Hartford and even possibly annexing into the
City of Hartford. They also talked about the possibility of the golf course utilizing the property.
The decision made was what is in front of us now. The County feels it is a good option as it
takes a chunk of property which is already adjacent to similar properties, parcels off an
approximately 3 acre piece of land and places it back on the tax rolls in the amount of $2000.00
to $8000.00 a year. The entrance road would be reconstructed. The pond and the property
around the pond would remain the property of Washington County and would continue to be
public property.

Guy and Gina Klink: 3936 Ernst Drive, Hartford: They are opposed to losing the park. They
use it often and also see more and more people using it.

There was a question of how the County obtained the land the park is located on. Jamie Ludovic
stated that the land is currently part of the golf course. Family Park was remaining parcel of land
after the golf course was developed. There was about 2.2 million dollars donated for the
development of the golf course. The rest of the 8 million dollars needed to build it was through
borrowing the County took on.

Maurice Strupp: 3075 Powder Hill Road, Hartford. Maurice stated he was on the committee
when the golf course was built. That part of the farm was bought. There was some donated as
well. Maurice is against the County getting rid of the parks.

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Jamie Ludovic stated that Family Park is actually 16 acres and the County is only looking to split
olf 3 acres.

Laurel Jacke asked if it is the expectation that residents will still be able to use the rest of the
park land.

If this does not go through there will have to be more discussion that goes
into it.

James Buege stated that the County is just going to keep dialing down the maintenance until it
becomes a big chunk of nothing and that it is just wrong.

The
park abuts his property. He is the golf course pro. He is not in favor of the park becoming a
residential lot. He bought his house due to the location and does not want a house built right
next to his. He sees daily use and would like to see the parcel remain a park.

He also stated
that the consensus of the County is to not push the $11.00 POWTS fee. It is also now
budget time so they are working on the 2020 Budgets. The proposal to move to a
County Executive vs County Administrator type of government will be on the September
agenda again. The relocation of Hwy W project has been approved. The County Board
approved Resolution 31, approving a general fund transfer to human services. They will
transfer 1.2 million over 5 years for new software for billing services. The also approved




Ordinance 10 which amended the POWTS code stating that all septic systems need to
be maintained every three years. In the past some needed service every two years.
Now all will be every three years. This brings our code in line with the State code. Little
Cedar Lake PRD is trying to limit public access just like Big Cedar Lake did.

8. Public Input (time limit of 5 minutes per person) —There were many town residents
present to express their concern over Washington County dividing off and selling the
Family Park located on Clover Road as a residential lot. Many expressed that they use
the park often and that it would be great loss to the community. They also stated that
they do not believe the lot to even be buildable as most of it is wet land. The residents
also do not think it costs that much money for the County to maintain the park.

9. Plan Commission recommendations:

a.) Discussion/Board Decision regarding Plan Commission recommendation to
negotiate with Washington County to purchase Family Park. Chairman Lippert stated
that the county is not going to sell this parcel of land to the Town for a small amount.
He is not willing to spend $100,000.00 of the Towns money for something that only
services a small portion of the Town. It would not be fair to the majority of the town
residents. Perhaps the residents that live around there and use the park could go
together and buy the park if they want to keep it a park for their subdivision to use. We
need to find out what the land is worth and if it even perks. The issue should be sent
over to the Joint Plan Commission for further discussion. Ryan Lippert made a motion
to refer the issue to the City of Hartford and Town of Hartford Joint Plan Commission for
further review and discussion.
