2. F understand and agree that the maximum amount available will be approved by the City
Council Utilities Committee subject to disbursement of funds based upon my providing to the
City Finance Divector itemized billings of all costs incurred as a result of the replacement of
the sewer lateral.

3, All checks for disbursement of funds for the replacement of the sewer lateral shall be made
payable to the property owner/applicant.

4. Prior to the issuance of such checks, the City shall receive a lien waiver from the contractor,
waiving any claim or lien of any type as relates to materials, equipment, work or services
provided for the replacement of such sewer lateral,

5. | also understand and agree that:

a. The City of Hartford reserves the right to refuse relimbursement if it can be
determined that blockage of the sewer lateral resulted directly from negligence of any
persons other than employees of the City of Hartford or their designees.
“Negligence” includes but is not limited to failure or biockage caused by foreign objects
or materials being improperly flushed down a toilet, or damage to the sewer lateral
caused by excavation or the improper use of chemicals or equipment. Failures or
blockages that result from normal age-refated deterioration of the pipe or the resulting
infiltration of soif and or tree roots are eligible for reimbursement.

b. The City of Hartford requires that to be eligible for reimbursement, the entire sewer
lateral must be replaced both within the public right-of-way, and on private property.
A City designee {either the City Engineer or Sewer Utility Director) may authorize
reimbursement if either determines, upon inspection or review that total replacement
of the sewer lateral is not warranted, A written report detailing how such a
determination was reached shall be completed by the City designee, and shall be
attached to this Application prior to reimbursement.

6. This application for reimbursement must be approved by the City of Hartford City Councll
Utilities Committee. The City reserves the right to limit the number of applications approved
each year based on funds available. Property owners must provide photocopies of all itemized
bills associated with sewer lateral replacement, in addition, all wark must be com pleted and
approved by the City, prior to reimbursement. Reimbursement by the City of Hartford will not
exceed $3,500.00,

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

TTLE: Administration Control Building Roof Replacement

BACKGROUND: The Roof on the Administration Control Building at the treatment plant is
scheduled to be replaced under the 2020 Sewer Utility Capital Improvements program. Existing
roof is approaching 23 years of age and is leaking in many areas of the building and is causing
damage to the interior walls and ceiling tiles. Request for proposals were sent to two roofing
contractors who have both done work for the City in the past, with Performance roofing of
Richfield, WI coming in with the low proposal.

Langer Roofing Inc. Milwaukee, W) - $67,600.00

Performance Roofing Inc. Richfield, Wl - $65,987.00

FISCAL IMPACT:  $65,987.00 from the approved Sewer Utility 2020 Capital improvement
program amount of $70,000.00 under Account No. 595-370-536285-59201

RECOMIMENDATION: Staff recommends approval to accept the proposal from Performance
Roofing Inc. Richfield, Wi to do the Roof Replacement of the Plant’s Administrative building at a
cost not to exceed $65,987.00.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

TITLE: Discussion and Consideration of Providing Lateral Assistance for the sanitary sewer
extensions into the Town of Hartford.

BACKGROUND: The Common Council approved the sanitary sewer extensions into the Town of
Hartford in January, 2020. As part of the approval, the costs for the sewer extension will be special
assessed to the property owners. After the public hearing for the special assessments and the discussion
by Council, the Council requested to discuss assisting property owners with the lateral installations.
More specifically, this pertains to the portion of the laterals within road right-of-way.

The Utility Committee began discussing the lateral assistance at its February, 2020 meeting, The Utility
Committee requested additional information for two possible options to consider as part of this
discussion. The first option is to provide assistance to those properties required to cross the roadway in
order to install a new sanitary sewer lateral. The second option is to provide assistance to all properties
for the portion of the lateral within the road right-of-way. After reviewing the information and costs for
both options at its March meeting, the Utility Committee directed staff to review the current lateral
program to see if this proposed lateral assistance would work under the current program.

Staff has determined the proposal to assist with the lateral installation for the sewer extension areas
would require its own specific policy. However, the costs for the new program could be covered by the
same funding available for the existing lateral program.

At the March Utility Committee meeting, the following information was provided for the approximate
costs of the lateral work within the road right-of-way for the two options presented using the numbers
from the sewer extension contracts,

Here is the information for the first option to provide assistance to those properties required to cross the
road for their lateral installation:

s This will affect 39 properties

¢ The estimated cost per property ranges from $3,918.00 to $14,600.00

» The average estimated cost per property is $8,085.00

¢ The total cost of lateral installation and roadway repair is estimated at $315,315.00

Here is the information for the second option to provide assistance to all properties for the portion of the
lateral within the right-of-way:
o This will affect all 69 properties
The estimated cost per property ranges from $660.00 to $14,600.00
The average estimated cost per property (near side) is $928.00
The average estimated cost per property (far side) is $8,085.00
The total cost of lateral installation and roadway repair is estimated at $355,645.00

Since the March meeting, staff has contacted a local contractor to provide an estimate for the lateral
work within the right-of-way. The average estimated costs provided are approximately $5,000.00 for
properties on the far side of the road and approximately $900 for properties on the near side of the road.

If the Utility Committee would like to proceed with this program, a policy and procedure should be
established for these lateral connections. The policy and procedure would be similar to the City’s
existing sewer lateral replacement program. A property owner would need to apply for the program and




provide detailed cost information for the lateral installation. The reimbursement for each lateral would
then need to be approved by the Utility Committee. The program would have a maximum dollar amount
available for each lateral connection. Staff would recommend maximum dollar amounts of $6,000.00
and $1,100.00 for the far side and near side properties respectively. This would result in a total cost of
approximately $267,000.00 for the entire program. Please keep in mind this total cost will not all come
at one time. It could take up to 40 years for all properties in these areas to connect to the sanitary sewer.

FISCAL IMPACT: Annual cost of the program will vary depending on the number of property owners
choosing to connect to the sewer. The costs would be covered with the current annual lateral program
funding of $35,000.00.

RECOMMENDATION: Draft the final policy providing lateral assistance to all properties in the 2020
sewer extension areas with maximum dollar amounts $6,000.00 for far side properties and $1,100.00 for
near side properties.
