10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 
 

1. The purpose of a City Administrator is to act in the roll of a Chief Operating Officer for the City on a Day 

to Day basis.   

 

2. The Administrator is the go between, between the elected body and the appointed employees.  The 

flow of information starts with the residents we serve, to the elected officials, through the 

Administrator, to the hired employees and vice versa.   

 

3. Because everything we do starts and ends with our residents, we work through several means to 

communicate to them of what’s going on.   

i. We publish a monthly column in the local Booster and internet news of Washington County 

Insider,  

ii. We publish a weekly memo which is sent to several outlets and individuals.   

iii. We are very active on social media outlets including Facebook, Twitter and others. 

iv. We do interviews on WTKM monthly discussing different department issues.   

v. We use press releases whenever we have something that has an appeal for wider market areas. 

 

4. An idea for a service change can come from different sources but it is preferred to come from a resident.   

i. They then take it to the next line of communication 

ii. It will be assigned by the Administrator to the appropriate departments  

iii. Thoroughly researched by the department for recommendation back to the Administrator 

iv. Presented to the appropriate subcommittee for recommendation to the Council 

v. Eventually voted on by the Council    

 

5. Local government is based on a set of local ordinances under the context of State Statutes.  Many of the 

things we do locally are based on State Statutes.   

 

6. The Personnel Analyst’s (Julie Hanrahan) primary duties are: 

i. Working on Human Resources issue for the 118 FT and 46 FTE employees 

ii. Working on Budgets for CIP and Operations 

iii. Being the first contact for resident complaints 

iv. Handling Utility and Police and Fire Commission Agendas and Minutes 

v. Providing limited Administrative Assistance to Administrator and Mayor 

 

7. Two of the major functions of any Administrator are pulling together the final budgets for CIP (Capital 

Improvement Plan) and Operations along with managing the budget (revenues and Expenses) after 

approved.  On a quarterly basis, the Administrator will present the Year-To-Date figures for the 

operations budget to give the Council any insight on how the year is going and any red flags that will 

affect our end of year numbers. 

 

8. Municipal budgets are restricted by the State under the Expenditure Restraint Program and Levy Limits.  

These two laws, which have been in place since 2005, restrict the amount that municipalities can 



 

increase in levy or the amount of increase in their general fund expenditures.  State funding, which 

makes up 15% of all City revenues can be changed (reduced or increased) annually.  This amount greatly 

impacts our ability to function from year to year.  If our levy or expenditures every creep above the state 

limits based on these laws, we will have a portion of state funding cut from our local budget.   

 

9. Our utilities provide 18% of the total general operating revenues in PILOTS (Payments in Liu of Taxes) 

and other support.   

 

10. Every $14,000 in levy adds another penny to the mill rate.  Our proposed 2020 mill rate is $6.07.  The 

average household assessed value in Hartford as of 1/1/19 was $185,000.  Thus the City portion of their 

property taxes would be $1,122.95.  This makes up for roughly 36% of their entire tax bill.  Schools (public) 

make up 45%, technical college is 4% and County makes up 15%.

GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Cable Television

MISSION:

The primary mission of Cable Television is to provide for the televising of City meetings and other 

public events, the presentation of explanatory programs of general community interest, and the 

dissemination of timely information concerning the operation of City government. The City's cable 

television franchise is overseen by the Office of the City Administrator. The division is responsible for 

the operation of the City's public access government channel. The channel, which is operated using 

funds provided under Wisconsin Act 42, operates primarily with funds assessed to the City as a 

percentage of revenues earned within the City. The station is largely devoted to the televising of 

government meetings, including the meetings leading to the development and eventual approval of 

this budget document.

Under this division a self-insured health and dental insurance plan as well as a full indemnity vision 

insurance plan is available to employees with a modest cost-sharing provision. The City health 

insurance program includes a preferred provider managed care program involving a comprehensive 

network of providers, while providing reduced benefits for non-network services. The division is 

responsible for administration of the program. A third party administrator provides claims 

management services for the program as well as stop-loss protection.

2. When requested, the Clerk’s office issues special assessment letters for properties being sold in 

the City of Hartford.  In 2018 we issued 338 special assessment letters. 

 

3. The Clerk’s office handles all elections.  One year there are 2 elections and the following year 

there are 4 elections.  All election workers are trained by the clerk’s office.  We currently have 96 

election officials. 

 

4. The Clerk’s office maintains all voter records for the City of Hartford.  Everything is recorded in 

WisVote.  We currently have 8,392 active voter registrations. 

 

5. For the 2018 presidential election the Clerk’s office processed over 914 new voter registrations. 

 

6. The Clerk’s office is responsible for creating agendas, recording minutes, filing and saving of 

minutes, the publication of minutes and updating the municipal code. 

 

7. The Clerk’s office handles the insurance needs for the City of Hartford. This includes property 

insurance, liability insurance, workers compensation, employment practice liability, auto physical 

damage, equipment breakdown, crime, volunteer, cyber insurance and airport insurance. 

 

8. CVMIC is the City’s insurance company, CVMIC provides 6 – 8 in house safety trainings each year.  

These trainings are free of charge. 

 

9. Up until December 31, 2008 the clerk’s office had 2.5 full time employees.  Since that date there 

have been 2 full time employees in the clerk’s office.  Those 2 employees have over 81 years of 

combined experience in the public sector. 

 

10. Looking for a parade permit, or a street closure permit.  Contact the City Clerk’s office.  To file an 

open records request, contact the City Clerk’s office.

MISSION:

The primary mission of the Property and Liability Insurance division is to contribute to an effective 

risk control program by developing and implementing job safety and training programs for the City 

of Hartford. Provide property, casualty, and worker's compensation insurance for all City risks. The 

City is a member of Cities and Villages Mutual Insurance Company (CVMIC), a joint venture with 

other Wisconsin municipalities. CVMIC offers a coordinated liability insurance and claims 

management program to members, each of whom holds an equity position in the company. CVMIC 

also provides and manages the City's workers' compensation coverage. The City obtains property 

insurance through Municipal Property Insurance Company (MPIC) created in 2016. Insurance costs 

are controlled through a risk management program and a safety program under the direction of the 

City Clerk, with insurance as safety program costs charged to individual departments, divisions, and 

programs based upon underwriting criteria. The program also maintains a retained earnings balance 

available for self-insured needs, coverage deductibles, and in-house training activities.

•  Provide for facility inspections of all City departments to ensure that City is in compliance with 

OSHA and DOC regulations.

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Electric Utility

MISSION:

The primary mission of Hartford Electric is to provide a consistent level of reliable electric service to 

the customers of the utility and the Slinger Electric Utility at a cost and service quality advantage over 

alternative providers. Hartford Electric is a distribution-only operation, providing low-cost electric 

power to residential, commercial, and industrial customers. The division is responsible for delivery of 

electric power, installation of transformers, poles, conductors, and line hardware, as well as the design 

of the distribution system. Consumption is read monthly from all customer meters, with joint monthly 

billing issued for electric, water, sewer, and recycling charges. Hartford Electric is an active member of 

Wisconsin Public Power, Inc. (WPPI), a consortium of 51 municipal electric utilities throughout the 

midwest. WPPI, also a regulated utility under Wisconsin law, coordinated purchases of electric power 

from its operations center in Sun Prairie, Wisconsin, and generates a portion of member power 

requirements through equity positions held in power generating facilities in both Wisconsin and 

Minnesota. Hartford Electric celebrated its 100th anniversary in December of 1997.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. Hartford Electric has a maintenance agreement with the Village of Slinger. The agreement 

significantly benefits each Utility. It reduced labor expenses for Hartford. For Slinger, they do 

not need utility employees, utility trucks, or to purchase and/or store inventory. There is a joint 

agreement at Arthur Road Substation (site location/transformer capacity).  

 

2. Staff Size: Since 1993, the population has doubled. In 2010 there were 9 linemen. In 2019 there 

are 7 linemen. Hartford has a very small crew for the size of our community (plus Slinger). Crew 

has demonstrated that they are very well trained and capable of performing the tasks that 

other utilities would hire a contractor to complete (build additions to substations, excavate and 

install electric, telephone and cable tv to new developments, etc.) Crew size is currently at a 

stable level; however, there is a slightly negative outlook. Anticipate a proposal for additional 

staff in future. Hoping to hold off for 5+ years.  

 

3. System Capacity: Currently, the utility has a comfortable level of transformer capacity and can 

welcome any new customer to our service territory (residential, commercial & industrial). 

Transformer capacity is typically evaluated when new commercial or industrial facilities are 

proposed. The extra transformer capacity we currently have can quickly be used up by one 

new, large customer.  

 

4. System Overview: Our system consists of two main substations – Dodge Industrial Park 

Substation and Arthur Road Substation. Dodge Sub has two substation transformers. Arthur 

Road Sub has one substation transformer. All three transformers are connected to a 138,000-

volt line owned by ATC (American Transmission Company). These transformers step the voltage 

down 138,000 volts to 25,000 volts. These transformers provide power to all customers as well 

as four other substations – Monroe Ave Sub, Rural St Sub, Wilson Ave Sub, Airport Rd Sub. At 

these substations, the substation transformers will step the voltage down from 25,000 volts to 

4,000 volts. Substation maintenance is performed annual based on manufacturer’s 

recommendation. Half of the distribution system is above ground (overhead) and the other half 

is buried underground. Each year, a few aging areas of the system are replaced. Our 

replacement schedule extends beyond the dates found in the CIP. There are no critical areas in 

the distribution system requiring maintenance at this time.  

 

5. Complex System: Utility staff manages 26 primary circuits in Hartford and 12 primary circuits in 

Slinger. Primary metering and interconnection point located at Powder Hill Roader, offers a 

backup to both communities. Our system is considered very complex when compared to other 

utilities.  

 



 

6. Organizations: Hartford Electric belongs to the following electric organizations: APPA (American 

Public Power Association), MEUW (Municipal Electric Utilities of Wisconsin), and WPPI Energy. 

These organizations keep our utility up to date on changes in the industry and provide 

assistance to solve issues when they develop and prevent others from occurring.  

 

7. WPPI: We belong to and are part of WPPI. WPPI is owned by 51 municipal electric utilities in 

Wisconsin, Iowa and the Upper Peninsula of Michigan. WPPI is our wholesale power provider 

and they also offer a number of services that we take advantage of. WPPI works directly with 

our top energy consumers in the industrial base to review ways to reduce their costs through 

an Energy Team meeting.  These meetings have resulted in tens of thousands of energy dollars 

saved by our major employers.   

 

8. Electric Rates: Electric rates are considered stable at this time and are expected to remain 

stable over the next five years (inflationary increases less than 3%).  

 

9. Power Outages: The quantity and duration of power outages over the last 20 years has 

decreased. Our tree trimming program has allowed us to maintain clearance around the power 

lines. Tree trimming is completed annually; approximately one quarter of the system is 

trimmed each year. Crews respond immediately to outages and take pride in quick restoration 

times. Linemen are experienced and have an excellent understanding of our complex system.  

 

10. Metering: The utility is in the process of replacing electric meters with the best available 

technology (AMI). AMI metering (Advanced Metering Infrastructure): All commercial and 

industrial meters have been replaced. Residential AMI meter replacements will be completed 

by the end of 2021. These meters allow customers more access to their accounts and usage. 

Allows the utility to verify billing accuracy.

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Water Utility 

MISSION:

The primary mission of the Water Utility is to provide a consistent level of water service to the 

customers of the utility at a reasonable cost consistent with City fire protection goals. The Hartford 

Water Utility was founded more than 100 years ago to provide potable water to all customers. The 

division is responsible for maintaining water service through the installation of meters, repair of water 

main breaks, and overall maintenance of the water distribution system. The City has five active ground 

water wells which pump treated water into a distribution system consisting of four water towers and a 

grid of underground piping. Computerized well monitoring is in place at all sites, and consumption is 

read using electronic devices. The division is also responsible for the maintenance of all fire hydrants, 

including regular testing of valves and water pressure for fire suppression purposes. 

•  Ensure compliance with Safe Water Act.

•  Continue licensing of all private wells within City limits.

•  Maintain towers and reservoirs and rehabilitate wells to maximize production. 

•  Continue hydrant flushing, valve exercising, and cross connection control programs. 

•  Promote the removal and replacment of all private lead service laterals within the City.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. Regulated Utility: The Water Utility is a heavily regulated utility. DNR (Department of Natural 

Resources) and PSC (Public Service Commission) codes set the rules that each water utility is 

required to follow. For example, frequency of meter testing and meter replacement, water 

quality testing (daily, monthly & annually), cross connection inspections, monitoring and 

recording data, water tower inspection frequency.  

 

2. Staff Size: Since 1993, the population has doubled. In 2003 we had 5 water operators which 

remains the same in 2019. Crew size is currently at a stable level; however, there is a slightly 

negative outlook. Anticipate a proposal for additional staff in future. Hoping to hold off for 5-7 

years. 

 

3. System Capacity: The Water Utility has a comfortable level of storage and supply capacity to 

welcome any new customer to our service territory (residential, commercial & industrial). 

Supply and storage capacity is evaluated when new commercial or industrial facilities are 

proposed. The extra storage and supply capacity we currently have can quickly be used up by 

one new, large customer. Our systems capacities are evaluated every 10 years (DNR 

requirement). Next system study will be completed in 2024.  

 

4. System Overview: Our system consists of five water wells: Well 10 (south of Pike Lake), Well 11 

(Terri Lane), Well 12 (Pike Lake State Park), Well 15 (Goodland Road), and Well 16 (Hwy 60 

West, Resthaven Road). Our system consists of four elevated tanks and two underground 

reservoirs: 150,000 gallon elevated tank (High Street), 300,000 gallon elevated tank (East 

Monroe Ave), 500,000 gallon elevated tank (Hwy U), 750,000 gallon elevated tank (Hwy 60 

West near Liberty Ave), 150,000 gallon ground reservoir (Well 10), 100,000 gallon ground 

reservoir (Well 16). Hartford has three different pressure zones due to the variations in the 

elevation in the city: high pressure system (most of Hartford), low pressure system (northwest 

quadrant of Hartford, industrial area), and Powder Hill Road (subdivision only). Well 

performance is evaluated annually. Well rehabs are scheduled based on declining pumpage 

data and aquifer levels that are recorded daily. Towers and reservoirs are inspected every five 

years. Inspections are completed by partially draining and performing a visual inspection of 

interior. Every other inspection (10 year), the tank is required to be completely drained and 

cleaned. 

 

5. Water Breaks: Our water utility averages 10-12 water breaks each year. All water breaks are 

repaired by staff. For water breaks reported between December and March, a local contractor 

is hired for the excavation. This eliminates the needless wear and tear on our equipment by 

digging through over 3’ of frozen ground. Whenever possible, breaks are repaired immediately. 

Worker safety is our number one priority. Excavations will not begin in the dark (emergency 

only). Breaks reported after 2:00 pm (winter) are typically repaired the following day. 

 



 

6. Water Main Loops: The DNR recommends looping all water mains. As the city has grown, the 

water main has been extended to new developments but does not tie back to the rest of the 

system. As the city continues to grow, hopefully these areas will get looped back together, 

increasing our reliability. Water breaks in areas that are not looped could cause a boil water 

advisory for certain areas of the city. The water mains that have been extended due to new 

development are less than 20 years old and are considered reliable. If future growth does not 

loop the distribution system, the utility should make long term plans to do so.  

 

7. Organizations: The Water Utility belongs to the following organizations: AWWA (American 

Water Works Association), WRWA (Wisconsin Rural Water Association), and Tri-County Water 

Works Association.  

 

8. Rates: Rates are evaluated each year after submitting the Annual Report to the PSC 

(requirement). The Annual Report is completed by Utility and Finance staff along with our 

auditors, Baker Tilly. Baker Tilly staff reviews utility finances and recommends action if a rate 

adjustment is warranted. The last rate adjustment was in 2011.  

 

9. Lead Service Laterals: The city has about 130 known private lead services in our system. 

Additional private lead service lines are assumed based on the connection to the 4” water main. 

Lead service lines can leach lead into drinking water. The DNR is concerned about increased 

lead levels when partial lead service lines are replaced. The DNR strongly recommends that all 

private lead service laterals are replaced and advises all water utilities to replace laterals in 

their entirety. The city has an ordinance requiring complete lead service line replacement 

during street reconstruction projects. The city offers financial assistance in the form of a five-

year loan. Property owners may enter into a loan agreement with the City. Repayments are 

paid in annual installments and placed on the tax roll as a special charge.  

 

10. Metering: The Water Utility received approval from the PSC to begin our water meter 

replacement program. The utility will replace all water meters with the best available 

technology (AMI – Advanced Metering Infrastructure). These meters allow customers more 

access to their accounts and usage. Allows the utility to verify billing accuracy. AMI meters will 

be installed at new locations only in 2019 and 2020. The existing water meters were installed 

beginning in 2004 and have a battery life of 18 years. Replacements will begin in 2021 prior to 

battery failure. All meter replacements will be completed by Utility staff. Customers feel more 

comfortable with City personnel entering their homes instead of a contractor. Large water 

meters will be replaced based on the meter test frequency (PSC requirement). Residential 

water meter replacements will be completed by 2029. This schedule allows for staff to 

complete the replacements. Staff will also perform a cross connection inspection at each facility 

(DNR requirement).

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Engineering 

MISSION:

The mission of the Engineering Department is to provide the City of Hartford with engineering, design, 

staking, and inspection, and to review plans for all City public improvements including streets, sanitary 

sewer, water main, storm sewer, and parks. Most water main, sanitary sewer, storm sewer, and street 

construction projects are designed and managed through the Engineering office. Overall authority in the 

review and inspection of construction is conducted through this office. Engineering also assists other 

departments in designing parks and facilities. Using a computer-aided design system the Engineering 

division maintains all City maps and creates long-range development plans in conjunction with other 

departments. The division is responsible for the allocation of special assessments to property owners, 

and maintains functional authority over most capital improvement program projects. 

•   Design sanitary sewer, water main, and storm sewer on streets within City reconstruction projects. 

•   Maintain review timetable for developers' utilities and street plans for subdivisions in the City. 

•   Assist development of GIS system. 

•   Monitor effectiveness of utility construction standards and procedures. 

•   Provide orderly utility expansion in subdivisions. 

•   Study operational plan for new state storm water regulations. 

•   Develop strategy for detention pond maintenance.

•   Work with DOT on future DOT projects within the City.  

•   Coordinate the sidewalk repair program. 

•   Provide field locates for sanitary and storm sewers for Digger's Hotline requests. 
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Engineering Department 

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. The Engineering Department manages most of the public works projects for the City including:  

Thin Asphalt Resurfacing, Chip Sealing, Sidewalk Repair/Replacement Program, Street 

Reconstruction projects, Sanitary Sewer construction, Water Main Construction, and Storm 

Sewer/ Storm Water Management construction.  The Engineering Department also assists other 

departments with public bidding when necessary. 

2. The Engineering Department rates the condition of all 81 miles of streets within the City every 2 

years and reports these ratings to the Wisconsin DOT.  These ratings are taken into 

consideration when choosing which streets to include in the CIP, Thin Asphalt Resurfacing, and 

Chip Sealing Programs.  The chart below shows the ratings from 2017.  A rating of 10 is a new 

street, while a rating of 1 means the street has completely failed. 

 

 

3. The Engineering Department administers the City’s Sidewalk Repair/Replacement program, 

sending out approximately 200 notices/repair orders to property owners every year.  The goal 

is to complete sidewalk inspections of the entire city in a 10 – 12 year cycle.  

  

4. The Engineering Department locates the sanitary sewer and storm sewer for all Digger’s Hotline 

locate requests within the City Limits. 

 

5. The Engineering Department manages the City’s Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) 

program.  The program covers all aspects of storm water management including public 

education and public involvement.  As part of the program, all 105 storm water ponds in the 

City and over 200 storm sewer outfalls are inspected annually.  An annual report is required by 

the Wisconsin DNR in March.  The department compiles all data and information required for 
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the annual report.  This includes a summary of everything staff does in relation to storm water 

management. 

 

6. The Engineering Department reviews engineering plans for all proposed developments within 

the City to ensure they comply with City requirements. 

 

7. The Engineering Department designs one of the City’s street reconstruction projects every year.   

8. The Engineering Department updates and maintains most mapping for the City including: 

sanitary sewer, water main, storm sewer, addresses, streets, new annexations, and as-built 

drawings & records.  A variety of City maps are provided to all City departments and other local 

entities (schools, Chamber of Commerce, etc.). 

 

9. The Engineering Department reviews all materials for the Census and provides all necessary 

updates to the Census Bureau.  This includes verifying every address and its location within the 

City. 

 

10. The Engineering Department staff has been reduced by one-third since the early 2000s while 

the City’s population continued to grow.  The Assistant Engineer position was eliminated in the 

early 2000s and the Surveyor position was eliminated in 2010. 

Bonus Information 

1. 50 % of the Engineering Department staff are KISS fans.

MISSION:

The City Finance Department's mission is to provide financial information useful for making economic 

decisions; to provide information useful for evaluating managerial and organizational fiscal 

performance; and to exercise stewardship and accountability over all resources belong to the City of 

Hartford. 

COMMUNITY VISION:

Management of all accounting functions and audit supervision are managed through the General 

Accounting division, including payroll, accounts receivable, accounts payable, fixed assets, and financial 

reporting. Maintenance of utility accounts and records, as well as Community Development Authority 

financial transactions, are included within the sphere of general accounting activities.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 
 

1. The Finance Department collects and receipts tax payments for parcels located in Washington and 

Dodge County through January 31st of each year.  As of December 2018, Washington County had a total 

of 5,942 real estate and 384 personal property tax parcels and Dodge County consisted of 27 real estate 

and 18 personal property tax parcels.  On January 2, 2019 the Finance Department receipted and 

processed over 2.9 million in tax payments alone. 

 

2. In July 2016, the Finance Department implemented the option to pay invoices by credit card to those 

vendors that accept this method of payment.  The credit card program offers an annual rebate to the 

cardholder based upon dollars spent.  On a monthly basis, the City averages credit card payments to 182 

vendors with a monthly spend of $109,349.  The City has earned $49,000 in rebates since the inception 

of the program which is extra revenue in the General Fund.   

 

3. Each month over 7,400 utility bills are calculated and mailed out to residents.  Customers who do not 

pay their utility bill timely are sent a past due reminder 10 days after the due date.  If payment is still not 

received, the disconnection process begins.  On a typical month we mail out over 1,000 past due 

reminders and ultimately end up disconnecting around 50 to 60 customers due to non-payment. 

 

4. The Finance Department also processes payroll bi-weekly for all City employees.  This consists of 109 full 

time, 45 part-time, and approximately 110 seasonal/Fire/Rescue employees each payroll cycle.  This 

number increases by as many as 65 seasonal employees during the summer months. 

 

5. The Finance Department prepares audit work papers for all City, CDA, and Utility Funds in preparation 

for the annual external audit performed in April for the previous year.  

 

6. In preparation for the annual budget, labor and benefit numbers are calculated for all departments.  

Once received, each department’s budget is entered into the Financial Software System and balanced 

prior to presenting to Council for approval. 

 

7. City payables are also processed by the Finance Department.  This consists of over 500 payments to 

vendors on a monthly basis. 

 

8. All invoicing for the City is processed through the Finance Department.  Payments are receipted in the 

Accounts Receivable System and balanced on a monthly basis. 

 

9. Data Processing is also part of the Finance Department’s Budget.  The department is responsible for 

maintaining the financial and utility billing software for the City. 

 

10. The Finance Department staff currently has over 87.5 years of experience combined.

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Data Processing 

MISSION:

The primary mission is to provide central data processing through the use of the City's mid-range 

network as well as other computer-based information system networks, to maintain efficient 

telecommunication service through an in-house PBX telephone system, and to accurately allocate 

information costs to users. The Information Systems Internal Service Fund accounts for two of the 

three Information Systems functions: data processing and telecommunications. The third function 

(Cable Television) appears in the Enterprise Fund section of the budget. A decentralized data 

processing environment with some centralized financial, appraisal, and clerical services, is managed by 

the division, with technical support provided to departments upon request. Mid-range computer 

system networking is accomplished through T-1 cabling shared with the City's personal computers. 

The City also operates a PBX telecommunications system. Both functions charge costs to user 

departments on the basis of usage and equipment cost. 

• Install upgrades to computer systems as needed. 

• Continue telecommunications updates as necessary.

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PUBLIC SAFETY ~ Fire Department Administration

MISSION:

The primary mission of the Fire Department is to provide public fire safety education, fire inspection 

services, and emergency fire and rescue services for the citizens of Hartford and the surrounding 

communities. 

•  Maintain a compliment of at least 40 volunteer firefighters.  

•  Implement a system to efficiently and effectively satisfy Department of Commerce requirements. 

•  Maintain all vehicles in on-the-road condition 90% of the time. 

COMMUNITY VISION: 

The Hartford Fire and Rescue Department is responsible for protecting the lives and property of the 

citizens of Hartford and surrounding communities from fires and related hazards. The division is 

comprised of a combination of full-time, paid-on-premise and paid on-call volunteer staff that are 

responsible for suppressing and defeating fires of all types, responding to motor vehicle, industrial, and 

other types of accidents, and offering a comprehensive fire prevention program to the community. 

Using a fleet of modern fire suppression vehicles and equipment, the Hartford Fire Department 

responds to calls for service within a 62 square mile area including the townships of Hartford, Erin, and 

Rubicon (all on a contractual basis). The division operates from a single fire station near City Hall in 

Hartford, where community programs and training activities are also conducted. Educational programs 

are also maintained within all area schools. 
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Hartford Fire and Rescue 

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. Hartford Fire and Rescue Department serves the City of Hartford and is contracted for fire 

services for sections of the Town of Hartford, Town of Rubicon and Town of Erin.  Fire service 

contract fees result in about $313,000 dollars in revenue to the City. 

 

2. Hartford Fire and Rescue Department provides EMS service to the City of Hartford, Town of 

Hartford, Town of Rubicon, Town of Erin, Town of Herman and Village of Neosho.  The EMS 

service area population is over 25,000.  There is not a contract for ems service.  HF&R provides 

ambulance service without any taxpayer subsidy.  It is funded through ambulance fee revenue.  

Ambulance revenues exceeded $623,000 in 2018.   

 

3. Hartford Fire and Rescue Department provides emergency medical services at the Advanced-

EMT (AEMT) level (196 hours + additional 200 hours).  AEMT allows for more life-saving 

interventions than the EMT-Basic level (196 Hours) but does not allow for some of the cardiac 

and pain management interventions that are available at the EMT-Paramedic level.  Hartford 

Fire and Rescue Department was one of the first to advance to the AEMT level when it first 

became available in 2002. 

 

4. The Hartford Fire Department was founded in 1863 making it older than most fire departments 

in the state.  We require all firefighters to be certified to the FFI level (96 hours).  Apparatus 

Operators are certified (66 hours) and we offer incentives to add countless additional 

certifications for both fire and ems. 

 

5. Hartford Emergency Squad (ambulance service) was founded in 1976 as a Bicentennial Year 

Project.  Prior to that, Hartford received its ambulance service from Dick’s Ambulance in Slinger.   

 

6. On January 1, 2000, the Hartford Emergency Squad and Hartford Fire Department merged to 

form the Hartford Fire and Rescue Department.  The department has progressed a long way 

since the days of Hartford Fire Department bylaws prohibiting firefighters from also serving on 

the Emergency Squad. 

 

7. Hartford Fire and Rescue Department had 1812 incident responses (1466 medical calls and 346 

fire) in 2018.  The 1812 responses in 2018 is up from the 1015 (800 ems and 215 fire) responses 

this department had in 2008.  EMS responses are up 83% in just a 10-year period.  

 

8. Hartford Fire and Rescue Department also conducts over 1400 fire inspections each year.  Every 

public building and place of employment is required to be inspected twice a year.   



 

9. 2% of all property insurance premiums paid in WI is collected and helps fund fire prevention 

efforts in the State.  Hartford Fire and Rescue Department receives about $75,000 annually 

from the 2% Dues Program. 

 

10. There is not any state law or national standard that establishes a threshold that a municipality’s 

population meet before it mandates a fire department staff full-time.  There are response time 

standards (not laws) relating to fire department performance.   

 

11. The Insurance Services Office (ISO) rates a community’s fire protection system by evaluating the 

major aspects of a system.  It evaluates the community’s water supply, emergency 

communications system, fire department equipment and staffing.  It then assigns a rating that 

insurance companies use to establish property insurance premiums.  The City of Hartford has a 

Public Protection Class rating of a 3, ranking it in the top 15% in the nation. 

 

12. The WI Taxpayer’s Alliance (now merged with WI Public Policy Forum) report indicates Hartford 

has the lowest net fire-ambulance per capita cost of any municipality of our size in WI. 

 

13. Hartford Fire and Rescue is a certified child car safety seat installation site.  Two staff members 

are certified to provide the valuable service to the public for free.

The primary mission of Emergency Medical Services is to provide 24-hour pre-hospital emergency 

medical care to the citizens of Hartford and its surrounding communities.  

•  Broaden the educational efforts on safety and E911 at local schools. 

•  Maintain complete shift coverage 24 hours/day, 7 days/week, 365 days/year.

•  Maintain a compliment of at least 30 active EMTs.  

COMMUNITY VISION: 

The emergency ambulance response is provided to the citizens of Hartford, and a 100 square mile area 

surrounding the City, through the Rescue operation of Hartford Fire and Rescue. Originally a quasi-

governmental operation, the division is now fully integrated within municipal operations. Twenty-four 

hour service is provided by a combination of full-time, paid-on-premise and paid on-call staff that 

respond by page to stabilize a patient condition and transport to the most appropriate health care 

facility. Hartford Fire and Rescue operates two fully equipped ambulances from a central facility near 

City Hall.

The primary mission of Emergency Government is to provide professional, effective, and efficient 

response to major events, whether natural or man made, that cause property damage or personal 

injury within the community, and to prepare for those emergency situations through training, 

exericses, and written procedural manuals. It is the duty of Emergency Government to follow through 

each disaster event until such time as normal operations are in place once again.  

•  Continue to coordinate disaster responses with the Washington County Office of Emergency 

Government.

•  Continue to disburse all required information to the proper regulatory and governmental officials in 

a timely manner. 

COMMUNITY VISION: 

The Emergency Government Division is responsible for maintaining readiness for any disaster that 

might occur (including weather-related and man-made disasters). Readiness is maintained in 

cooperation with the Washington County Division of Emergency Government through written policy, 

training, exercises, and dissemination of public information. The division is responsible for the 

operation of City-wide emergency warning sirens, as well as the planning of coordinated government 

services and operations in the event of a disaster. The Fire and Recuse Chief is responsible for meeting 

the goals of this division.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. The City of Hartford's Public Library was started in 1904 and staffed by a volunteer, Juno 

Goetz.  In 1906, the City agreed to give the library a $100 contribution and Goetz was paid $10 

a year. 

 

2. Jack Russell Memorial Library serves over 24,000 people in Washington and Dodge Counties. 

 

3. The cost per day to operate the library is $.13 per person, paid by tax payers in the City of 

Hartford and Dodge and Washington County Non-Residents. 

 

4. As of 2019, electronic materials available to our patrons are not considered circulation and 

ineligible for reimbursement through Dodge and Washington Counties.  For JRML this is over 

21,000 checkouts that are excluded from our circulation data.   For these two counties, over 

7,400 electronic downloads are done with a JRML card.  This equates to a loss in revenue of 

approximately $21,000. 

 

5. Over 225, 000 items are checked out each year at JRML.  When including electronic materials, 

the total numbers of items checked out is nearly a quarter of a million. 

 

6. Volunteers contribute an average of 30 hours per week to daily operations. 

 

7. Over 400,000 items pass through the hands of JRML staff.  What goes out must come back! 

 

8. The internet is accessed over 40,000 times annually between wireless logins and desktop 

computers in the library. 

 

9. JRML has three positions that are full-time with the remaining 13 staff members all part-time, 

working less than 30 hours per week.  

 

10. The Library Director and Youth Services Librarian both hold a Master’s Degree in Library and 

Information Science from UW-Milwaukee.

MISSION:

The Recreation division offers a comprehensive array of recreational programs for all ages, including 

nature programs, outings, sports, games, community events, aquatics, and supervised playgrounds. 

The division uses facilities provided by local schools and parks for many activities. The Recreation 

division operates the Veterans' Memorial Aquatic Center for swim lessons, open swimming, and pool 

rentals. The mission is to make recreation programs affordable to all participants. 

•  Develop adult/youth sport leagues. 

•  Provide an expansive outdoor aquatic center operation including swim lessons, open swim, pool 

rentals for the swim clubs.

•  Provide outdoor activities and events year round in the parks to include supervised youth 

playgrounds and field trips. 

•  Coordinate community festivals with service clubs that utilize outdoor parks and recreation 

facilities.

•  Promote winter recreation in our parks through ice skating, skiing, hiking and special events. 
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Parks, Recreation, City Taxi 

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. In 1920 the City of Hartford parkland totaled 18.6 acres.  This consisted of two developed park 

sites East Side Park (now Willowbrook) and West Side Park. 

In 1952 the City of Hartford parkland totaled 21 acres.  The park system now included three 

developed parks, Sawyer, East Side, West Side parks. 

In 1972 the City of Hartford parkland totaled 60.41 acres of which 42 acres was improved and 

used for recreation activities.  The park system consisted of 11 park sites with 5 park site areas 

having no improvements.  

In 1992 the City of Hartford parkland totaled 149 acres and approximately 55 acres was 

improved for recreation.  The park system consisted of 16 park sites with a number of new sites 

acquired that would be used in developing the Rubicon River Trail system.  The City in the early 

1970’s started the conversion of the former City landfill into a park site which is Independence 

Park.  Independence Park recreation facility developments were started in 1978 with play 

equipment and a basketball court. 

In 2019 the City of Hartford parkland totals 435 acres of which approximately 140 is improved 

and used for recreation.  In total, the park system consists of 22 park sites and additional 

parklands that make up the Rubicon River corridor.  The majority of the undeveloped site 

property was acquired as natural areas primarily along the Rubicon River corridor.  

 

2. In 1984 the Park & Cemetery maintenance staff included 3 fulltime and 4 summer seasonal 

employees. 

In 2019 the Park & Cemetery maintenance staff includes 3 fulltime and 7 summer seasonal 

employees. 

 

3. The City of Hartford taxi service was started in 1981.  The service was called the Red Rider Taxi.  

 

4. The Hartford City Council adopted the Iris as the City flower in 1997 at the recommendation of 

the Hartford Area Beautification Committee. 

 

5. The City of Hartford established a Recreation Department in 1953.  In 1978 transportation 

services were added to the management responsibilities of the Recreation Department.  In 

1996 there was a reorganization of several City Departments.  This reorganization created the 

Parks and Recreation Department.   The Department now manages Parks, Recreation, 

Cemeteries, City Taxi Transportation and Building Maintenance Services. 

 

6. The Recreation Department has relocated its operational headquarters several times since it 

was established.  This included Hartford City Hall which had a gymnasium until 1985.   In 1971 

the Recreation Department moved from City Hall into the former Washington School building 



 

located at 525 N. Main Street and the facility name was changed to the Hartford Recreation 

Center.   In July of 2000 the Department relocated into a new facility which is the present 

location.  It is still called the Hartford Recreation Center. 

 

7. The City operated three distinct transportation services going back to 1978 when a county bus 

service was started.  Today the only remaining service is the Hartford City Taxi.  The County Bus 

Program service served seniors through pre-scheduled transportation trips that traveled 

throughout Washington County.  It was started through funding obtained under Title III of the 

Older American Act.  The other was a Hartford to West Bend shuttle service which was call the 

Red Flyer. 

 

8. The Veterans Pool fees in 1969 were as follows:   

Open Swim, Adults .50 cents, Children .25 cents  

The resident family swim pass was $12.   

The resident child swim lesson was $1.50 and adult $3.00 

The Veterans Memorial Aquatic Center fees in 2019 are as follows:  

Open Swim, Child 0-3 Free, Youth (4-17) $3.00, Adult $4.00, Senior $2.50 

The resident family swim pass is $150 ($140 if purchased in May during the early bird sale) 

The resident youth swim lesson fee is $37  

 

9. East Side Park (Willowbrook) had once been a place for swimming.  The “old swimming hole” 

was a portion of the Rubicon River that flows through the park.  The existing fieldstone picnic 

shelter was constructed as a bathhouse for those who came to swim.  The building was 

constructed as a WPA project.  

 

10. In 2018 the Hartford City Taxi had a ridership total of 18,938.

The Parks Department maintains all City of Hartford parks and park facilities in a neat, clean, 
safe fashion. The City of Hartford includes more than 435 acres of park land, approximately 
half of which is developed for active uses including picnic shelters, athletic fields, playgrounds, 
an outdoor aquatic facility, trails, and open space areas. The Parks division is responsible for 
the maintenance of park land, and the preservation of passive areas of wetlands and nature 
preserves. Partial funding of parks capital expenditures is made through the Parks Trust Fund, 
with revenues obtained by public site dedication fees from new residential developments.

MISSION:

The City of Hartford operates a shared ride taxi program through an operations room located in the 

Recreation Center facility. Transportation is offered daily up to one mile beyond City limits and ten 

miles into Dodge County as well as the Aurora Clinic in Slinger. The operation receives approximately 

53% State and Federal grant funding. Passenger fares for 2020 are proposed at $3.75 per trip within 

the City. A senior/ handicap card (age 60 and above) and coupon tickets allow passengers to ride for 

$3.50. There is a $0.25 fare increase recommended and included as part of the 2020 budget.  A single 

vehicle is dispatched for the majority of the schedule with a second vehicle on the road during peak 

hours. Taxi minivans are ADA wheelchair accessible for ridership. Fuel surcharges are in place for $0.25 

increases when unleaded fuel reaches $3.37 and $4.37 per gallon. 

•  Prepare State and Federal grants for program operations.

•  Keep vehicles and equipment safe and operational, including replacement program after 100,000 

miles.

5. The CDA offers Property Management Services to private property owners, whose properties are 

located in the City of Hartford.  We currently manage 34 units that are privately owned. 

6. The Community Development Block Grant program has over $400,000 available to lend to low and 

moderate income families to rehabilitate and purchase homes within the City of Hartford. 

7. Weatherization performs energy efficiency work on existing homes for low income people in Dodge 

and Washington counties.  We weatherize about 107 homes each year.  Some of the major energy 

saving measures include:

9. Harthaven Apartments consists of a total of 62 one bedroom units in a 3-story apartment building 

for the elderly, built in 1977 and expanded in 1994. The U.S. Department of Housing & Urban 

Development provides a rent subsidy for these units. Tenants pay approximately 30% of their 

monthly income for rent. 



 

 

10. Washington Heights consists of 50 units in a 3-story apartment building for the elderly, built in 2004. 

Thirty-eight one bedroom apartments are income restricted as per the Section 42 Low Income 

Housing Tax Credits. Twelve 2 bedroom apartments are market rate. Washington Heights offers may 

amenities and services to the tenants including a meal program, housekeeping services, grocery

MISSION:

The Hartford Community Development Authority (HCDA) is a subcomponent unit of the City of 

Hartford established in 1971 to provide housing, weatherization, and economic development 

programs. The HCDA is responsible for the maintenance and rental of apartment buildings for low 

income, elderly, and/or disabled tenants. The HCDA manages three privately owned apartment 

buildings on a fee basis. In addition, the Authority owns and operates 112 elderly apartment units with 

rent assisted and low rent units. The HCDA provides information and referral services on such issues as 

landlord/tenant law, fair housing, domestic violence, emergency shelter, consumer protection, and 

supportive services for families and the elderly or disabled. A two-county weatherization program is 

administered by the HCDA for the benefit of low income clients wishing to lower energy costs through 

home weatherization. This service is free to eligible homeowners, with landlords paying a portion of 

the cost for rental properties. The HCDA also administers the City's Housing and Economic 

Development Revolving Loan Funds.

MISSION:

Community based Law Enforcement is provided to the citizens of Hartford through the Hartford Police 

Department. This division of the Department of Public Safety provides 24 hour response to community 

needs with a motorized fleet of five marked patrol vehicles, three unmarked vehicles, and a marked 

four-wheel drive SUV used by the Police K-9 Unit.  A nationally certified Emergency Communications 

Center with radio and paging communication system operates from police offices in City Hall 24 hours 

a day, including a state of the art emergency 911 Public Safety Answering Point. The department was 

formed in 1922, and Emergency Communications Services have been performed  locally since 1967.  

The division is responsible for law enforcement service calls, criminal and non-criminal investigations, 

case preparation for prosecutions, traffic enforcement, crime prevention, community relations 

programs, and the direct enforcement of federal, state, and municipal laws. 

•  Provide proactive police response through community involvement. 

•  Provide positive community interaction through outreach and collaborative efforts through   

educational programs and presentations. 

•  Control and maintain the atmosphere of a safe environment of the community based on the 

perception of its citizens.

1. Who is HPD? We are a professional department, dedicated to providing the highest quality police 

service to the citizens we serve.  It is the mission of the Hartford Police Department to enhance 

the quality of life through community-based policing that provides police services in a fair, 

conscientious and professional manner.  To help accomplish our mission, the Department is 

committed to values that guide our daily work and decisions: Sensitivity, Honesty, Openness and 

Accessibility, Accountability and Efficiency, and Ethics.  HPD is “COMMUNITY PROUD!”   

 

2. Quick Facts about HPD’s Patrol Division 

-  4 sergeants and 16 police officers are assigned to the Patrol Division 

-  HPD has 1.8 sworn officers per 1,000 residents 

-  HPD has 10 squads, 5 marked squads, 1 K-9 squad, 4 special purpose squads 

 

3. Quick facts about HPD’s Investigations Bureau 

-  HPD has 2 full-time detectives and 1 officer assigned part-time to the Investigations Bureau 

-  HPD detectives are specially trained to handle a variety of criminal investigations 

-  Multiple officers are trained Evidence Technicians to assist in criminal investigations 

 

4. Quick Facts about HPD’s Emergency Communications Center (ECC) 

-  Served Hartford 24/7/365 since 1967 

-  Handles calls for Police, Fire, and Emergency Medical Services 

-  First Washington County agency to be APCO Emergency Medical Dispatch Certified in 2011 

-  First Wisconsin ECC to be recognized as nationally certified by APCO.  

 

5. Never Guess, ASK! No one expects you to know everything.  We are here to provide you with any 

information you may need.  It generally takes less time to get you correct information than it 

does to try and “put the genie back in the bottle” if an error has been made.    

 

6. “Who ya gonna call?” Pre-Program the Police Department’s non-emergency line (262)673-2600 

into your phones.  The majority of the issues you are asked about involving police matters can 

and should be dealt with by calling our Emergency Communications Center’s non-emergency 

number.  911 should ONLY be used for emergencies. 

 

7. What’s Going on? If you are questioned regarding a police investigation, refer them directly to 

the police department website or our Facebook page.  The police department is the only official 

source for information regarding police matters.   Because we need to be as accurate as possible 

with the information we release, it may take a little longer.  Be patient!  When in doubt, there is 

absolutely nothing wrong with telling a citizen “I don’t have that for you,” and referring them 

directly to the police department. 

 

8. Life in the “Fish Bowl”. Much like police officers, elected officials are often held to a higher 

standard in the public’s eyes.  Make yourself aware of local ordinances that may affect you and 



 

be sure to follow them.  Winter parking restrictions, outdoor burning, and yard waste disposal 

are just a few examples of common issues you can simply avoid through personal compliance. 

 

9. How can I help? As an elected official, you may be asked to intervene on behalf of a citizen who 

has had enforcement actions taken against them by the police department.  We want you to feel 

free to ask us for information regarding these issues, and we will share what we can when it does 

not jeopardize an ongoing investigation, prosecution, or other official duty of the department. It 

is important to understand that enforcement decisions are made at the discretion of professional 

police officers, who are in possession of all of the facts at the time of an incident, in compliance 

with local, state, and federal laws.  If the person would like to file a complaint regarding a matter, 

refer them to the department via the department’s existing complaint procedures.  The matter 

will be investigated and corrective actions will be taken, if necessary.  In the cases of wrongdoing, 

the matter will be handled through the department’s disciplinary process, ultimately subject to 

the Police and Fire Commission. 

 

10. How can I learn more? Every fall the police department hosts a Citizens Police Academy.  It meets 

one night a week for 10 weeks and covers a variety of policing functions.  It is very informative, 

has many one-of-a-kind learning opportunities for attendees, it is FREE, and it is FUN!  Every year 

we invite local and area elected officials to join us for this program.  The majority of your peers 

have attended this course.  We also are available for tours, ride alongs, or chances to sit in and 

observe the daily operations of our Emergency Communications Center.  Contact us at the non-

emergency number to ask about these opportunities to learn about our department.

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GENERAL GOVERNMENT ~ Streets

MISSION:

The Streets division of the Public Works Department provides an efficient and safe traffic flow pattern 

in the City of Hartford by the reconstruction and preventive maintenance of 82.15 miles of streets and 

their respective storm drainage and lighting systems. Maintenance services include snow plowing, 

salting, seal coating, crack sealing, sweeping, patching, and signage. The City sweeps streets twice 

annually, and removes leaves from residential curbsides each autumn. 

•  Plow and de-ice streets and parking lots as necessary. 

•  Crack seal approximately 2 miles of streets annually.  

•  Sealcoat and thin asphalt approximately 60,000 square feet of streets annually. 

•  Reconstruct in a safe and timely manner those streets approved for reconstruction in the 2020 

Capital Improvement Program.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 

 

1. Garbage and Recycling:  The city’s contract with Advanced Disposal will expire at the end of 

2021.  The ten-year contract began in 2011.  The chart below shows a comparison of costs from 

the contract start year to end year: 

 

 
 

This represents a 12.8% increase in the cost of residential garbage collection and a 12.3% increase 

in the cost of residential recycling collection.  Fuel prices affect our cost. 

 

2. Road Salt:  In 2004 the City bought 1,400 tons of Salt at a price of $29.74 per ton.  The budget 

that same year was $40,000.00. In 2019-2020 the City will purchase 1,500 tons of Salt with a 300-

ton reserve, at a price of $77.28 per ton.  The 2019-2020 budget will be $118,000.00. 

This is a 160% price increase over the last fifteen years. 

 

3. Street Sweeper Replacement:  The Street Department had a fire in the Department of Public 

Works garage in 2008. At that time the City Street Sweeper had to be replaced for a cost of 

$220,000.00.  Due to the fire, the cost was covered by City insurance. 

In the Department of Public Works CIP projects for the 2022 budget, the cost of replacing the 

current Street Sweeper will be approximately $325,000. 

That is a cost increase of $105,000.00 or an 84% increase since 2008. 

 

4. Population:  When I began working for the City back in 1990, the population was 8,188 and the 

Public Works department had six (6) Street employees and three (3) Parks employees. 

In 2019, the City’s population has risen to 15,500 and the Street department still has only six (6) 

employees. 

That is an 87% increase in the City’s population and a 0% increase in department staffing. 

 

5. Equipment Replacement:  Both the administration and Common Council have been very good at 

replacing City equipment as needed. 
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The issue we are facing, however, is that the newer equipment has electronics that require a 

computer program or a certified technician to fix.  Shop time costs are approximately $110 to 

$125 per hour.  Also, replacement parts are very costly. 

 

6. Public Works Budget:  As I prepare my budget for the upcoming year, I wish I had a crystal ball 

to determine: 

a. How many snowfalls we will get? 

b. How much Salt will we need? 

c. How many wind storms or tornados will hit the City of Hartford? 

Even though the budget is built with a previous 5-year average:

MISSION:

The Recycling division  of the Public Works Department provides the residents of the City of 

Hartford with a curbside pick-up program for recycables in accordance with Wisconsin Department 

of Natural Resources regulations. Recycling programs by the City of Hartford are aimed at meeting 

mandated Wisconsin standards and reducing solid waste disposal costs. These goals are 

accomplished using a combination of curbside recycling and drive-in recycling services. The 

Recycling division arranges biweekly curbside pickup for 1, 2, 3, and 4 family residential units of 

recyclable materials (newsprint and paper products, aluminum and tin, glass, and some plastics). 

The service is maintained by a private contractor. A second private contractor is responsible for 

the disposition of materials brought to a centrally located recycling center staffed twice each week 

by a City employee. The recycling center handles the disposal of oil, metals, cardboard, appliances, 

and yard clippings. In 2015 the City became an e-waste recycle center to drop off electronics and 

TVs.

MISSION:

The primary mission of the Sewer Utility is to protect public health, the environment and the receiving 

waters of the Rubicon River. The Hartford Sewer Utility provides exceptional wastewater collection, 

treatment and related services to Hartford and surrounding service areas in a wide and cost-effective 

manner. The Sewer Utility operates the City of Hartford Water Pollution Control Facility, as well as 

maintaining a 92 mile underground wastewater collection system. The Water Pollution Control 

Facility, located in Dodge Industrial Park at the west end of the City, treats an average 4333 gallons of 

wastewater per household monthly, in conformance with United States Environmental Protection 

Agency and Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources regulations. Customers are charged based 

upon water consumption and water meter size, with surcharges assessed for extra loadings and 

extraterritorial service. The current facility discharges treated water into the Rubicon River at the 

western edge of the City. A new $19.3 million facility with a 20 year anticipated life was completed in 

1999. 

•  Treat over one billion gallons of Hartford wastewater to safe environmental standards as prescribed 

by the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources and the Environmental Protection Agency.

•  Keep the laboratory quality assurance and registration as directed by NR 149. 

•  Provide interim financing to Water Utility.

•  Closely monitor new permit requirements.

10 Things Our Elected Officials Should Know 
 

1. The Plant’s Capacity and the ability to handle future growth without a costly upgrade. The plant 

has 58% of Hydraulic (Flow) Capacity and 62% of its Organic (ability to remove pollutants) 

Capacity remaining for future growth. 

 

2. The actual amount of wastewater that is treated and put back into the environment per year.  

818 Million gallons of wastewater was treated and released back to the Rubicon River in 2018. 

The Plant average is 826 Million gallons per year over the last five years. The plant on an 

average treats 2.2 Million gallons per day. 

 

3. The amount of miles on the City’s collection system, number of pumping stations, and 

manholes that are maintained by City staff.  The Sewer Utility and City own and maintain 94.1 

miles of Collection System piping, 14 pumping (lift) stations, and 2089 manhole structures 

including the Pike lake and Rubicon districts. 

 

4. What the Power costs are per year (Electric & Gas) to operate the treatment plant and 

collection system.  The Total Electricity cost for the Treatment Plant for 2019 was $117,811.74 

(1,562,086 kWh) and $15,263.79 (24,417 therms) for natural gas. The cost for collection system 

power was $20,617.39 (143,740 kWh) for Electricity and $1007.00 for gas (462 therms).  

 

5. Number of customer’s that discharge to the system, (residential, commercial, Multi family, 

industrial, public authority) The Utility provides service for 5378 residential, 264 Commercial, 

128 Multi-family, 75 Industrial, and 56 Public Authority Customers, and 369 Extraterritorial 

customers.  

 

6. The extraterritorial districts- brief info on their size and how much extra they pay.  The Sewer 

Utility provides sewer service for the Rubicon and Pike Lake Sanitary District’s. The Rubicon 

Sanitary district consists of 168 residential Customers and 1, large volume industry (Grande 

Cheese). The Pike Lake District Consists of 196 Residential, 3 Commercial, and a Trailer Park. 

Both districts pay an additional 25 percent surcharge above all City rates per the Agreements 

between the City and the District’s.  

 

7. Sewer Lateral Replacement Program, (high points on what they need to know when asked by 

their constituents about the program.) The Sewer Lateral replacement program is for any 

property owner in the City who needs to replace a leaking or failing sewer lateral. The lateral 

MUST be replaced from the house or building to the street main to qualify. All applications are 

approved by the City Council Utilities committee. Approved application’s will receive 30 percent 

of the total cost up to a $3500 maximum. Council persons can direct residents inquiring to the 



 

City’s website. Under departments, select wastewater/ sewer utility. They will find a link for 

Lateral replacement program polices, and Applications for Reimbursement with instructions. 

 

8. Make Council members aware of what an illegal hook-up to the Sanitary sewer is, and the 

procedure by the Utility when we find one. (sump pumps, yard drains, downspouts). Sump 

pump, downspouts, yard drains or any type of subsurface drainage that discharge directly into 

the Sanitary Sewer under City Code 25.09 and the State Plumbing Code are prohibited 

discharges. The COST of having to treat clear water being put into the system by these illegal 

hook-ups is unmetered and is passed on to ALL RATE PAYERS. Illegal hook-ups are normally 

found during our yearly televising inspections. Once the property and source are identified, a 

letter is sent from the City to the property owner instructing them that they have 30 days to 

disconnect all illegal hook-ups. If they do not comply within the 30 days of receiving the 

disconnect letter, a daily fine may be imposed.  

 

9. What the Plant and Collection system’s biggest problem’s, issues and areas are. (what people 

are putting down the drains that they shouldn’t be.) Please inform people in your aldermanic 

district’s that the only things that should be flushed from the toilet is toilet paper. Diapers, 

disposable wipes, paper towels, rags, dental floss etc., all should be disposed of in the trash and 

NOT the Sanitary Sewer. We are seeing over 5 times the amount of no disposable waste (items 

that do not break down) in the Sanitary sewer system. This is causing nightmares at our pump 

station with everything from rags, rope, dental floss and even clothing wrapping around our 

pump impellers causing pump failures. This also increases operating, maintenance and labor 

costs.   

 

10. How Alderperson’s should direct Aldermanic district residents if they would call them with a 

sewer back up. MOST IMPORTANT, is to have them contact the Sewer Utility at 673-2423 from 

7:00 to 3:30 or the Hartford Police Department after these hours at 673-2600 BEFORE CALLING 

A PLUMBER. Utility personnel will check the Sewer Main in front of the residence or business 

and will contact property owners with their findings and advise them on the next course of 

action.
